
2012 CIF Playoff Process (SS)
All Rounds Leading Up To The Finals 
Managing Overtime and Penalty Kicks
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PK

Each coach selects any five (5) players 

including GK on or off the field (except 

Disqualified players)

Each coach will select five (5) 
different players than the first five 
who already have kicked to take the 

Penalty Kicks in SUDDEN VICTORY  

(1 v 1) situation

-----

Where in if one team scores and the 

other DOES NOT the game is ended
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Next, ANY group of 5 even if 
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Repeat until there 
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After 5 kicks by both teams is 

OR if one team cannot match the 

other teams score with five kicks

Notes:

1. Sutter stepping or stop and then kick by kicker is 

not allowed.  Caution and re-kick.

2. Goal Keepers can be substituted at any time

3. All players are eligible including those on the 

bench except Disqualified players...including any 

players injured at the end of the game

4. No reduction if one team was playing short at the 

end of the game.

5. Review procedure with Coaches and   

mechanics/signals with AR’s prior to start of PK’s

6. Ensure defending keeper is behind AR

7. Only the players participating in the kicks, Goal 

Keepers one one coach from each team shall be 
allowed on the field.  
8. Team members, other coaches, mangers and 

other bench personnel ARE NOT allowed on the 

field at the time of the PK’s and shall remain in the 

team area.

One Coach from each 
team is allowed on the 
field with their players
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
